The Legal Aid Society of Hawaii, Hawaii’s oldest and largest non-profit law firm, offers law students opportunities to contribute to their community while gaining valuable experience in the public interest field.  

Law student volunteers often receive credit for an externship or fulfill their pro bono requirement. Pro bono and externship opportunities depend on the needs and supervisor availability of each Legal Aid office as well as the skill level and interest of the student.  

Positions may be available in the areas of immigration, landlord/tenant housing, family, consumer protection, or public benefits law.  Students work on a variety of projects suited to the student's strengths, the needs of the office and clients' needs.  General duties may include:

• Assisting low-income clients via individual representation, brief services, and legal advice;

• Assisting staff attorneys with legal research projects; and/or

• Preparation of legal documents and court forms.

A minimum time commitment of 8 hours/week for 3 months is required for all Legal Aid volunteers.  Please note that we accept summer volunteers only through our full-time summer clerkship program.   Plan early to fulfill your pro bono requirement as applications during the holidays and shortly before graduation cannot all be accommodated.
